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Presidents Message

Hopefully this message finds you well, healthy and
somewhat rested after a long holiday season of
entertaining family, friends and attending the many
holiday events at our club. January has been a busy
month for your Board and | will highlight several
significant events that have occurred during the month
and some that will happen in February.

WHITEWATER WASH — On Jan. 6" we had a pre-bid
conference attended by contractors who responded to
our Request for Proposal (RFP) to stabilize the north
bank at the “wash”. Our consultants on the project
along with several board members, representatives of
the Coachella Valley Water District (CVWD) and the
City of Palm Desert met with four firms, toured the
“wash” and answered questions associated with the
RFP. Our goal is to have cost estimates submitted for
review by the end of January.

During the first two weeks in January, staff of the
CVWD surveyed each lot on the “wash” to determine
which homes may have encroached into common
areas and to what extent. The survey was completed
at no cost to the Association or homeowners and
should help in resolving encroachment issues at the
wash. Several years ago a previous board granted
CVWD easements in the wash and, as such, they must
be a player in helping resolve wash related issues.

ELECTIONS — March brings our annual meeting (3/26)
and elections for three positions on the Board of
Directors. This year’s openings will occur for two, three
year terms and one, one year term. Our nominating
committee has been hard at work reviewing the
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eligibility requirements of several homeowners who
have expressed an interest in serving on the Board.
There will be a “Meet the Candidates “ forum on
February 9" at 4:00 p.m. in the Clubhouse where
candidates will present a brief profile of themselves
and answer questions from the audience. Please
mark your calendar!

PERSONNEL - By now most of you know that our golf
course superintendent, John Rodriguez, has decided to
retire and relocate to his home in Kingman, Az. John
has been our superintendent for 2 % years and has led
his team to create an excellent Par #3 facility which we
enjoy and are proud to call “home”. His assistant,
Frank Bravo, will be Interim Superintendent until a
permanent appointment, is made by our management
company. Your Board will, of course, make
recommendations concerning the appointment.

During January the Board has developed an RFP to
review our contract with Monarch Management (the
firm that currently oversees operations at Portola CC)
as well as review proposals from other management
companies interested in managing our club’s
operations. The Board continues to be pleased with
services provided by Monarch Staff but feel that
prudent management warrants we examine other
options from time to time. It has been almost six years
since we partnered with Monarch and we will take a
“fresh look” at several firms in the Valley that have
expressed an interest in serving our club.

All votes must be cast using the Official Ballot and be returned to the Inspector of Elections in the official envelopes
provided. Again, the deadlines are absolute. Remember, our by-laws do not allow cumulative voting.

No votes may be cast in person at the Annual Meeting and there will not be voting by
proxy.
